Targeted intervention programmes

Small group withdrawals using specialist materials to ensure early intervention has maximum impact. These groups should be fluid – the pupils should receive the targeted intervention that meets their needs and then exit the program, not remain stuck as an intervention for ever child.

TA’s will need training in the delivery of these interventions if they are to be successful – we need a highly skilled workforce to meet the challenging needs of pupils.
